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Lesson Plan: Mondrian Spider Web
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I.
CLASS: Third Grade
II.
TIME NEEDED: 1 class period or 50-60 minutes
III.
ART BACKGROUND RELATED TO THE LESSON PLAN: Piet Mondrian was a Dutch abstract painter born in Amersfoort Holland. He painted in a spare, precise, geometric manner mostly using primary colors. It was a style that Mondrian called neoplasticism.
IV.
SUBJECT: Mixed media art project. Students will create a Halloween theme of a spider web based on the abstract style of Piet Mondrian
V. EQUIPMENT/AV MATERIALS: Smart board to demonstrate power point examples of Piet Mondrian geometric works of art. Show video on the stages of Mondrian’s work.

SUPPLIES: 12 x 16 white construction paper, black sharpie to draw, tempera paint, small plastic cups for paint, paint bushes, water containers, water, paper towels.

Supply classes for 4 classes of 25-30 students per class.

VII.
OBJECTIVES:
Students will utilize craftsmanship skills by following step by step directions, drawing lines to connect fixed points to form the spider web working with primary colors of red, yellow and blue markers or tempera paint. Students will also use higher cognitive skills by using elements of art including line, shape and primary colors by choosing which web sections they want to paint in the Mondrian art style. Students will also learn principles of design including pattern and repetition.

LEARNER OUTCOMES: Students will learn elements of art that include line, geometric shapes and color. Students will also implement principles of design in pattern and repetition. Students will learn about a famous artist in art history and the Neoplasticism style.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS: Students will learn safety rules when working with scissors, glue, paints or markers
XI: 
ALTERNATIVES TO THE LESSON PLAN: Students can draw more lines in their a spider web and paint additional sections.
XII:
PROCEDURE: 
1) Introduction: Motivation, show students on the smart board a PowerPoint presentation on examples of Piet Mondrian artworks and a video of Mondrians progressive work over the years.
2) Use 12 x 16  white construction paper and have students put their name and class code on the back.
3) On a white construction paper, have students follow the step by step directions to create the spider web. Place a fixed point in the left center of paper, draw lines outward off the paper and place fixed points along the lines to draw convex shapes to the connecting dots.
4) Have the students follow the step by step directions to create the body of the spider by drawing a large circle for the body, small circle for the head and legs over in the lower right section of the paper.

5) Have the students use a sharpie and trace over spider web lines, paint the body of the spider black, and have students paint two sections of the web in red, two other sections in yellow and two other sections in blue.
6) Clean up Process: Students will return materials and tools to proper storing areas. Students will be directed on where to place their art projects to dry. In this case, they will be instructed to leave their paintings on the table or place in the drying rack.
XV. Question and Answer/ Post Evaluation

1) Do the students know who Piet Mondrian is? Famous Abstract Artist.

2)  What style is he famous for? Neoplasticsm
3) What kind of painting did Mondrian like to paint? He like working with horizontal, verticle lines and primary colors.
4) Art aspects? Line, shape, color, patterns, repetition, geometric shapes.
XVI. TEACHER EVALUATION/ AFTER THE LESSON:

1 A discussion of what has been accomplished? Students were able to follow step by step instructions, but had some trouble with connecting the lines to create the spider web. Once fixed dots were placed on the lines to give them an idea of how to connect the dots, students tended to draw in a circular motion, rather than concave shape. Once shown how to draw in the concave direction, students managed to get all the requested colors in their webs and paint the spider black. There was just enough classroom time if the students focused on their work.
2 Have the objectives of the lesson been realized? Students were able to draw their lines, make the connections and repeat the patterns of the web sections and paint the primary colors in their chosen sections. 
3 What needs to be done next time? Students had a tendency to make small sections of the web and lots of them. Tell them to keep their sections inside the web large. This will save time in painting and give them less lines to draw.
