Lesson Plan: Native American Paper People

I.	CLASS: Second Grade
II.	TIME NEEDED: 1 class period or 50-60 minutes
III.	ART BACKGROUND RELATED TO THE LESSON PLAN: Native American tribes have lived in Ohio for a very long time. Many Towns, cities, counties and Ohio districts are named after Native American tribes.
IV.	SUBJECT: Mixed media art project. Students will make a representation of a Native American person in a traditional costume reflecting the history of Ohio tribes.
V. EQUIPMENT/AV MATERIALS: Smart board to demonstrate power point examples of Native American costumes.
VI.	SUPPLIES: 12 x 18 tan construction paper, 9x 12 white construction paper, pencil to draw, paper plate, oil pastel crayons, black yarn, small sequins or small shiny paper squares, color feathers.
	Supply classes for 4 classes of 25-30 students per class.
VII.	OBJECTIVES:	Students will utilize craftsmanship skills working with scissors, crayons and glue to make the body of the Native American. Students will also use higher cognitive skills by adding decorations to the paper person to enhance the costume.

IV:	LEARNER OUTCOMES: Students will learn elements of art that include line, shape and color. Students will also implement principles of design in pattern and repetition. Students will learn to use crayons, scissors, glue and additional decorations to create a mixed media art project that represents a historical figure in American history. 
X:	SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS: Students will learn safety rules when working with scissors, hole puncher and crayons. 
XI: 	ALTERNATIVES TO THE LESSON PLAN: Students can add patterns to their Native American paper person’s costume, add more beads, sequins and shiny squares and feathers
XII:	PROCEDURE: 
1) Introduction: Motivation, show students on the smart board a PowerPoint presentation on examples of Native Americans in costume
2) Use 12 x 18  tan construction paper and have students put their name and class code on the back.
3) On a white construction paper, Have students use a paper plate and draw a circle for the head of the paper person. Have students cut the circle out and paste on the top middle section of the brown paper.
4)  Have students cut 2 brown strips of paper, 1 inch by 3-4 inches long for the arms and paste them on the sides halfway down the middle of the length of the paper near the waisteline.
5) Have students draw a straight line across the paper below the arms for a beltline.
6) Have students draw a necklace line staring at the bottom of one side of the head to the other side in a loop or smile shape line.
7) Have students draw a face on the head, eyes, nose and mouth
8) Have students glue on small shiny squares along the necklace line
9) Have students glue on small shiny squares along the beltline
10) Have students make a headband line near the top of the head and glue on small shiny squares to complete the headband.
11) Have students use scissors to cut fringe below the beltline by cutting thin strips of the paper.
12) Have students glue on black yard to frame the face for hair and glue a color feather on the backside of the head.
13) Clean up Process: Students will return materials and tools to proper storing areas. Students will be directed on where to place their art projects to dry. In this case, they will be instructed to leave their paintings on the table or place in the drying rack.
XV. Question and Answer/ Post Evaluation
1) Do the students understand where Native Americans lived in Ohio?
2) Did students learn why Native Americans wore costumes?
3) Art aspects? Line, shape, color, patterns
